Dear Sir/Madam,

I am writing in support of the council’s Local Plan which excludes the Barby Lane (334) and Kilsby Lane (40) sites
The Rainsbrook Valley.

The views across the Rainsbrook Valley are exceptional and the land has been recognized by Warwickshire
County Council who commissioned a study, “The Rainsbrook Valley Landscape Sensitivity Study 2017”. The
Housing Sensitivity map 14a makes clear that this area on the high fringe is very sensitive to housing
development e.g. “Sensitivity Definition High” and “Landscapes and/or visual Characteristics of the zone are ver
vulnerable”.

With little development the area has become a wildlife corridor and migration route. There have been no
recent ecological studies but the following have been documented:

Otters and water voles on the Oxford canal near Tawny owls

the A428 bridge. Short eared owls

Roe and Muntjac deer Woodpeckers, both great spotted/lesser

Hares spotted/green

Badgers Pheasants and partridge

Swifts, house martins and swallows A bat survey was undertaken as part of plannin
Skylarks application R25/0113 and identified

Kites and buzzards 3 different species of bats in Crick Road.

Sparrow hawks and kestrels

Can all these species be safeguarded? The Rainsbrook Valley has been identified as a possible protected
area/country park for Rugby in council meetings and by wildlife organizations. It has been awarded EN3 statu
but is it enough?

There are places of interest that have yet to be explored - the Oxford Canal Loop to the rear of Crick Rd., rare
pear trees and an lron Age settlement near the Diamond Jubilee Wood. With imagination this land could be
used not only as a Country Park and Wildlife corridor but also to store water. The Rainsbrook flows into the Rive
Leam and is used by Severn Trent to top up Draycote Water. Ponds could be created, in the valley, to safeguard
the water levels in the River Leam. A country park with walks not only through the valley but footpaths leading
into Rugby town, Dunchurch and to Barby/Onley Villages? Could further rights of way be put in place to link the
Oxford canal at Crick Rd. with i) the wildlife fields to the rear of the football club ii) the Diamond Jubilee wood
and iii) the Great Central Way which are already managed by Rugby Wildlife Trust.

We already live with increasing pollution and noise! We are lucky that our councilors have also agreed that
additional traffic in Hillmorton would be unacceptable.

The A428 is the main route for emergency vehicles heading for the A14 /M1. It must be maintained as a viable
route. The two low railway bridges at the bottom of Crick Rd. are on the route to DIRFT. Some high sided
vehicles have to reverse into Lennon Cl. or the Waterside pub, but some do try to turn between the railway
bridges. The A428 is at capacity during shift changes at DIRFT and at the beginning and end of the working day.
Kilsby Lane has become an alternative route for shift workers at DIRFT and high sided vehicles. Residents of
Houlton already use their cars to access many amenities in Hillmorton. The projected 4,000 new homes on
Houlton and Rugby Parkway Station will further add to the volume of traffic. The majority will use the A428.
Hillmorton village is a very busy place, especially between 7.30am and 9.00am when everyone is on the move.
has two junior and one secondary school within a kilometre radius. There are cars, buses and coaches
transporting children to Houlton and to schools in Rugby Town. There are five pedestrian crossings between
Kilsby Lane and Ashlawn School. The traffic lights on the corner of High Street and Ashlawn Rd. have alleviated
the buildup of traffic to Ashlawn secondary school, but have not eliminated it completely. Ashlawn school has
over 1,600 pupils and is oversubscribed.

To build houses on Kilsby Lane or Barby Lane, would have a devastating effect on the Rainsbrook Valley and
cause traffic chaos on the A428, especially Hillmorton village. Please support the Local Plan.
