Land north of B4109Wolvey (Site 309), should not be allocated for housing forthe

following reasons:

e 150 new homes are of a disproportionate scale with the current village.

e The proposed allocation is within the Green Belt - contrary to Government
Policy.

e Previous landscape studies have indicated that the land has ‘High sensitivity to
housing development’. It is therefore not suitable.

e Part of the site abuts a Local Wildlife Site. There has not been a sufficient
assessment of the ecological impacts.

e 150 homes (and up to 210 homes) is too much for Wolvey’s infrastructure in
terms of pressure onthe primary school, travel to secondary school, GP
practice, and the very limited public transport availability.

e The Council’'s own Sustainability Appraisal indicates that "Wolvey is a notably
small main rural settlement with a low settlement score”.

e All the above reasons also fail to be justified under Policy S1 Settlement
Hierarchy, Policy S2 Strategy for Homes and Policy S5 Countryside Protection

Justifiedand are not consistent with National Policyfor the following reasons:

e 60 new homes at Site 358 and 150 new homes at Site 309 are of a
disproportionate scale with the current village.

e The proposed allocation is within the Green Belt — contrary to Government
Policy.

e 60 new homes (and up to 210 homes when Site 309 is included) is too much
for Wolvey’s infrastructure in terms of pressure on: the primary school, travel
to secondary school, GP practice, and the very limited public transport
availability.

e The Council’'s own Sustainability Appraisal indicates that “"Wolvey is a notably
small main rural settlement with a low settlement score”.
