I believe that Caldecott Park (pleasant as it is) is fine for the use of Town Hall staff and visitors but it is
too far removed from the Town Centre to be of benefit to Town shoppers and retailers and indeed to
visitors from ‘out of town’ who would be focussed on the area closer to Rugby School.

My proposal is for compulsory purchase of the land adjacent to Chapel Street (previous HQ of RELATE
charity) to create a green public open space that would link Chapel Street to St Andrews Park and
would also create a pleasant parkland space between The Merchants public house and the listed Old
Vicarage building to the rear of St Andrews church which could serve as a vibrant tourist information
centre. This extension to St Andrews Park would make the perfect setting for outdoor screenings of
The Rugby World Cup and other sporting and cultural events and would create the perfect rendezvous
location for International visitors to our Town.

I believe that the cost of acquiring this land and opening it up for the benefit of the people of Rughy
and for International visitors is a price well worth paying and I encourage the Inspector to ‘think big’
regarding this matter for the greater good of us all.
