Hello, 
 
I am writing in support of Policy W1B and the retention of Brandon Stadium for the 
staging of stock car racing and speedway. 
 
Brandon Stadium was one of the earliest tracks to stage stock car racing in the UK, 
being a part of the inaugural season in 1954. It continued as one of the premier 
venues in the country until its unexpected closure at the end of the 2016 season. 
During this time it hosted a multitude of championship events, drawing drivers and 
fans from across the world (including USA, Australia and New Zealand, as well as 
mainland Europe) and giving Coventry a recognition that it likely wouldn't have 
otherwise received. 
 
Brandon Stadium was a key venue not just for drivers, but also for the fans. The first 
Saturday of the month, April to November, always went into the diary because you 
knew that all of your racing friends would be there no matter where in the country 
they lived. It fostered and maintained friendships over years and, for many older 
fans, became the one meeting they would attend each month. As good as the racing 
was, it was the strengthening of these bonds that made Brandon special. 
 



Over recent years the midlands region has lost a number of race venues which means 
that securing the return of racing to Brandon Stadium has never been so vital. The 
developers would argue that the loss of Leicester, Long Eaton, Stoke, Birmingham 
Wheels and Perry Barr shows that the sport is no longer wanted. This is definitively 
not the case. What these venues had in common was that they were leased to the 
race promoters and it was the stadium owners who sold the sites to developers. 
Current venues that are owned by their promoters - Northampton, Mildenhall, 
Skegness, Buxton and Taunton for example - are all investing heavily in 
improvements. This shows a sport that is in good health and ready to thrive again at 
Brandon. 
 
I ask you to please approve the local plan including the return of stock car racing and 
speedway to Brandon Stadium. It is a plan that is supported by the council, local 
residents and race fans across the country. Don't reward Brandon Estates, the current 
site owner, who has proved to be a terrible neighbour throughout the entirety of their 
ownership and whose sole interest seems to be to make themselves even richer.
