Objective 1 seeks to develop in sustainable locations. Wolvey has the lowest
sustainability score, but the third largest allocation. This seems counter intuitive
to the set objective, with high reliance on car transport.

Objective 3 seeks to minimise carbon emissions. This again places a question over
remote rural allocations, with total dependence on car transport for employment
and recreation. With only an extremely limited bus service rural allocations
contradict this objective.

Objective 5 seeks to place Infrastructure led development in place. Allocations in
Wolvey simply stretch existing resource as no new infrastructure is proposed,
again contradicting the policy.

1) The proposed 150 new homes are of a disproportionate scale with the
current village. The Council’s evidence, contained within the ‘Rural Sustainability
Study,’ identifies Wolvey as the smallest and ‘lowest ranked’ of the Main Rural
Settlements - yet is proposing the third highest level of growth after Long
Lawford and Brinklow. The study acknowledges that, as of 2024, there were only
some 357 dwellings in Wolvey Village. 210 additional dwellings (in total) would
increase the size of the village by some 60%. This is a totally disproportionate
level of growth, particularly given the remote, unsustainable location and

Growth for the Borough of Rugby is expected to be some 20% over the 15-year
plan period. It is therefore illogical that disproportionate growth of some 60% is
planned for Wolvey (a small remote settlement with limited services, facilities,
employment and transport choice located within the Green Belt) and other rural
settlements. A proportionate level of growth for Wolvey would be ¢.70 units
(c.20% growth in the village) which would largely be met by the remaining
proposed allocation at ‘Land at Coventry Road, Wolvey’ (site 358).




The site is in the Green Belt, and this land should be sought only when other
options are exhausted.

All of this land was identified in the 2016 landscape report as high sensitivity. It
has now been downgraded. Landscape does not change, only local authorities
development aspirations change. This land is valued, Green Belt, and warrants
protection.
